Some trips are more popular than others and could
generate a waiting list for any open seats so if you
cannot find a replacement on your own, one might




be on a waiting list. When you use a replacement
from the waiting list, the Senior Center will be
responsible for getting the replacement’s money to
pay for the trip.

HOWEVER, you will not be fully refunded when
the Senior Center fills your seat but you possibly
could receive some money back using the following
guidelines —

1. If the trip you have signed up for requires a
down payment on reservations for the
number of people going on that trip (i.e. -
tickets for a show or for a meal) you will
receive any reimbursement if a replacement
is not found because your reservation has
been paid.

If you cancel your reservation 30 days or
less prior to the trip date you ) *
receive any reimbursement for money paid.
You may find your own replacement and get
reimbursed that way but the Senior Center
may not reimburse you at all If
reimbursement does apply during this time
period a $5.00 administrative fee will be
deducted from your reimbursement total
(provided number 1 listed above is not
involved).

If you cancel your reservation between 31 -
51 days prior to the trip date, you will
receive a 50% reimbursement with a $5.00
administrative fee deducted from your
reimbursement total (provided number 1
listed above is not involved).

If you cancel your reservation any time
before 52 days prior to the trip date, you will
receive a 75% reimbursement with an $8.00
administrative fee deducted from your
reimbursement total (provided number 1
listed above is not involved).

If the Senior Center or the coach company
cancels the trip you wil receive a
reimbursement of 100%  with no
administrative fee attached.

The tour guide and/or driver's gratuity on each
trip is subject to the discretion of the trip organizer
whether or not it will be given out. Check out the
itinerary located on the bulletin board over the sign-
in sheet for other trip details.

When you sign up for a trip, you ) pay for it
at that time. Names on the list for which fees are
not paid will be removed. By putting your hame on
the sheet does guarantee a spot for you on the
trip— "+ *) ,

Keep in mind that these trips could change
depending on their availability and the above RSVP
dates may also be changed. So call the center if
you are interested in a trip. Our trips are available
to anyone 21 years and up (some trips, due to the
